Abstract

Praise be to Allah, Lord of the Worlds, and peace and blessings be upon
the noble prophets and messengers, and on his family and companions,

This thesis is a prelude to a doctoral degree In Qur'an and Sunnah at
King Abdul Aziz University, which is part of the draft choices of Edvoy in
his interpretation.

The study included an introduction, preamble and two chapters:

Preamble: In the era of Imam Al-Adfawi, may Allah have mercy on
him.

First chapter: Definition of Edfoy may Allah have mercy on him.

Second chapter: the definition of the book (dispensing), and the
method of selection in it.

Introduction: includes the importance of the topic, the reasons for its
selection, the problem of research and questions, research objectives,
previous studies, the limits of the research, the scheme, methodology, and
procedures followed in its preparation.

The first chapter deals with the definition of Adfoy (may Allah have
mercy on him) and his book (Dispensing in the Sciences of Qur'an), and
his method in selection, which includes three chapters:

Chapter I: In the era of the author (the fourth century AH), and his
efforts therein.

Chapter I1: Definition of Edfoy.

Chapter I11: the definition of the book (dispensing in the science of
Qur'an), and the method of Aladvoy in selection.

The second chapter deals with the optional issues at Adfoy from the
beginning of the book to Surat Hood, divided into four chapters, and
discusses them, compared with the statements of scholars from the
interpreters and others, and supported this with evidence and arguments in
support of each statement as possible. Selection based on evidence, and the
rules of interpretation adopted by scientists with clarification and
explanation.

Conclusion: included the most important findings, as follow:



- The word (choice) is more general than (weighting), each choice is
weighted, not vice versa.
- The emergence of the character of Advoy and his empowerment in
science by being aware of some scholars in different matters and tracking
him or supporting what he sees with the evidence, which indicates his
proficiency and the capacity of his knowledge.
- The strength and diversity of Advoy's choices, with the quality of its
approach, based on evidence of transport and language.
Recommendations, perhaps most notably: invest in what came in this
valuable chapter to provide new studies in several areas, through the
sciences addressed by the author in his interpretation, especially the
science of endowment and initiation, and his refinement of Israelis.
Finally, the letter is appended to several Footnotes to assist the reader
to reach what he wants.
